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Some Radio History

vation Corps and the AARS ò by Scott Hedberg, AD7MI, appear-
ing on the ARRL web sire 
 
ñDuring the Great Depression, the Army finds ham radio an effec-

tive solution for communicating with remote CCC camps.ò 

ñThe Army Amateur Radio System (AARS) was an organization 
set up by the US Army Signal Corps in the fall of 1925 to accom-

plish the following: 

(a) To secure additional channels of communication 
throughout the continental limits of the United States 
that can be used in time of an emergency such that 
the land lines, both telephone and telegraph are seri-
ously damaged or destroyed by flood, fire, tornado, 

earthquake, ice, or other causes. 

(b) To provide channels of communication for the civil-
ian components of the United States Army; National 
Guard and the Organized Reserve, such that they 
may carry on portions of their business through these 

channels. 

(c) To provide a reservoir of radio operators trained in 
army methods of procedure and in the basic principles 

of the armyôs methods of using radio in the field. 

(d) To provide a means of establishing considerable 
number of radio operators and popularizing the Signal 
Corps and its activities with them as well as the ex-

changing of views on experimental work.1
