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Function Keys - FI-F12

Everyone is aware of the function keys on the computer keyboardd top row of keys labeled F1 to
F12 Function keys have interesting and practical uses & some of which are specific to the program
running at the time. They are mainly used as shortcuts or actions performed in lieu of using the
mouse.

El-Typically pressing this brings up the help file for the program you're currently running. To test
this, go ahead and left click on a blank area of your desktop, then press Fl. The help file should
spring to life.

E2 -This key is used to rename files, folders, pictures and most other items. Click on a file or folder,
strike F2 key; and rename it with ease! This is good to know when you're zipping through a bunch
of files you're archiving and you have a particular naming convention in mind. Click the file, press
F2; rename it.

E3 -Used to bring up the search function in Windows, but may vary for other programs. Great for
Internet Explorer and Firefox users who want to easily find a specific word or phrase on a web

page!
E4 - In Internet Explorer F4 key opens the address bar.

E5 -Refresh key. Used to reload a web page or refresh your desktop. This is good for both the Inter-
net (good for Ebay bid battles) and apparent computer freezes.

E6_-Cycles cursor from field to field in active program: Used to go to the next pane or frame in MS
Word.

E7 7 Shortcut for checking document spelling and grammar.

E8 i Holding key down while computer is booting will make an optional menu available for access
to Safe Mode and several other options for troubleshooting..

E9 7 A computer or program specific key i refer to computer documentation.

FIO -This key assigns single letter access to items on the menu bar (File -Edit T View 1 etc).
11-Used in Internet Explorer to toggle the full screen view on and off, also known as KIOSK mode.

American Hospital Association (AHA) Seeks Waiver From FCC

FCC Seeks Comments for Blanket Waiver to Allow Amateur Radio in Hospital Emergency Drills (Mar
4, 2010) -- In February 2010, the American Hospital Association (AHA) filed a request with the FCC
for a blanket waiver of Section 97.113(a)(3) of the Commission's Rules "to permit hospitals seeking
accreditation to use Amateur Radio operators who are hospital employees to transmit communications
on behalf of the hospital as part of emergency preparedness drills."”

On March 3, the FCC issued a Public Notice -- WP Docket 10-54 -- seeking comments if the Commis-
sion "should grant AHA's request for a blanket waiver of Section 97.113(a)(3) to permit amateur op-
erators who are hospital employees to participate in emergency drills that are conducted by hospitals
for accreditation purposes and that are not government-sponsored."Section 97.113(a)(3) specifically
prohibits amateur stations from transmitting communications "in which the station licensee or control
operator has a pecuniary interest, including communications on behalf of an employer.”

He and ARRL Technical Relations Specialist
Jon Siverling, WB3ERA also went to Geneva --
Price for meetings of the ITU's Radiocommuni-
cation Advisory Group (where BPL continues to
be a major topic) and Siverling for meetings of
WRC-12 Working Parties 1A and 1B.

FCC Denies ARRL's Request for Declaratory
Ruling (Feb 28, 2010) --

In 2005, after the State of Florida adopted stat-
utes aimed at pirate broadcasters and making it a
felony to make a radio transmission without Com-
mission authorization or to interfere with a li-
censed public or commercial radio station,

The ARRL -- through General Counsel Chris Im-
lay, W3KD -- filed a Request for Declaratory Rul-
ing (Request) with the FCC, seeking a declara-
tory ruling on portions of that statute.

In 2006, New Jersey adopted a similar statute
and the ARRL's Request was modified to include
that state. Five years and one day after the origi-
nal Request was filed with the Commission, the
FCC denied the Request.

Florida legislation has now been in effect for
more than five years and the New Jersey legis-
lation has been in effect for more than four
years.

Given our broad discretion in determining
whether to grant a petition for declaratory ruling,
we decline to address the Request, as it does
not currently appear that a declaratory ruling is
necessary to ‘terminate] a controversy or re-
move] uncertainty' with respect to ARRL's con-
cerns."

Stone also noted that the ARRL may file a new
petition for declaratory ruling in the event of
"changed circumstances|
